April Parking Lot Update 
 

Covenant has a long history of supporting mission partners as part of our own 
building projects. The first time was in 1987 when, in conjunction to a remodeling 
and construction project at Covenant, the congregation voted to set aside $50,000 to 
fund the building of a new acute care ward at Metet Hospital in Cameroon. We 
have continued this tradition of linking a 10 percent tithe to each of our building 
projects and will continue with our current parking lot rebuild.

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Over $820,000 has been pledged for the parking lot, so we have the potential to 
share more than $82,000 with our mission partners. Half of the funds will go to 
local agencies addressing food insecurity, and half will go to support our 
Guatemalan partnership.
